GOLD MEDAL (Tap Solos/Duets/Trios):

e Costume: Some leotards, skirts, and accessories are available for loan. We may also use tap
costumes from the show. Please ask in class, and we will match partners accordingly but have your
black leotards and shimmer tights available.

SILVER SHIELD (Tap Solos):
o Costume: as discussed with girls .
GOLD MEDAL (Jazz Solos/Duets):

e Costume: The girls are dancing to Mamma Mia and will need an appropriate costume. We have
some items available for loan but please ask and have your black leotard and black leggings to hand
as they act as the base.

SILVER SHIELD (Jazz Solos):

e Costume: The girls are dancing to a Hairspray track and will need appropriate costumes. Some
items are available for loan. This routine may also be used for our cabaret evening, so the same
costume might be reused (details to be confirmed).
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SINGING MEDALISTS:

o Costume: Must match the song being performed. Please ask your daughter about her song, and we
will assist with costumes as needed.

e Attire: We have some lyrical dresses available, Accessories are also available.
